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 WETT TEAM POLICIES
Behavior Expectations

All swimmers are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that is consistent with the WETT mission statement, good sportsmanship and strong character. Proper respect towards coaches, teammates, officials and property is required.  Failure to abide by the WETT Behavior Policies may result in dismissal from the team.

· Swimmers are expected to treat each other as teammates with a spirit of respect, enthusiasm and cooperation. 

·  Abusive language, lying, stealing or willful destruction of property will not be tolerated. 

· Swimmers may not leave a practice without the coach’s permission.

· Swimmers may not enter the pool without the coach’s consent.

· Swimmers may not run around the pool or in the hallways.
·  Swimmers may not play around in the locker rooms.

· Swimmers will have five minutes in the locker rooms to dry off and dress. 

· Swimmers must clean up the locker rooms and practice area after practice. 

· Parents should clean up the waiting area after each practice.

· We expect all swimmers to act in accordance with the rules of the facilities where we practice and compete. These can be found at the following link:

Training Equipment Requirements

Swimmers are required to bring specific training equipment (goggles, fins, etc.) to workout. It is the swimmer’s responsibility to make sure that equipment is adjusted and ready for use.

Workout and Meet Attendance

Each training group has specific attendance goals, rather than a mandatory number of practices a swimmer must attend. Although a swimmer will not be punished for missing a practice, excessive absences may result in the swimmer being asked to train in a lower level group compatible with their attendance. It is the responsibility of the swimmers and parents to familiarize themselves with the attendance goals of their specific group. 

Meet Entries

 Meet entries are to be turned in by the specified date or they will not be accepted. Payment for the meet must be made prior to the meet.

WETT TEAM POLICIES
Punctuality
Punctuality at workouts and meets is very important. Swimmers who arrive late are disruptive to the team, will not be properly warmed up, and will miss important instructions for the workout/meet. Swimmers must be prepared to begin workout at the given start time. In the case when a late arrival is unavoidable, as a courtesy please let the coach know in advance. This also applies to requests to leave a session early.

Pool Deck Coaching and Management

Parents are requested to refrain from consulting with the coaches and swimmers during training and competition. This kind of distraction could prevent the coaches from providing the proper supervision required by the other swimmers. Parents are welcome to observe workouts, however they are asked to stay in the stands above the pool. There will be no parents allowed on the pool deck during workout.

Parent Cooperation and Communication

Cooperation and communication between parents and coaches is a vital part of a successful program. If a parent disagrees with a coach, the problem must be privately resolved between the two. A parent’s critical comments directed at the coach in the presence of a swimmer may have a negative impact on the confidence the swimmer has in the coach. Once that confidence is lost, success is unlikely. Also, it should be emphasized that confusion will result if the swimmer has two “coaches” (parent and coach). The results are almost always better if parents restrict their input to support and encouragement, and let the coach provide technical instruction. Coaches always welcome input from parents and will make themselves available outside of workouts and competition. However, it is appreciated if parents would call the office or email coaches for appointments to discuss matters that are not urgent. The USA Swimming website is a great resource for parents. Swim Meets

1. Warm up

 Swimmers are to arrive at the competition pool 15 minutes before the beginning of the warm-up session.  Warm ups will always be conducted by the coaches. Parents should not involve in the warm up process.  Swimmers are expected to warm up with the team unless excused by the coach. It is important that swimmers and parents understand that warm up is an essential part of a successful performance.

2. It is customary for us to have a “team area” and for swimmers to sit together as a group. This helps to foster team unity and create a team atmosphere. 

3. Team members are never to scratch or late enter an event without first consulting with a coach. In meets with preliminaries and finals, swimmers who qualify are expected to swim finals unless excused by a coach.

4.  At the conclusion of a race, swimmers are asked to come immediately to the coaches present at the meet. This allows the coach an opportunity to discuss the race, as well as offer constructive comments regarding splits, stroke technique, race strategy, etc. Interested parents are asked to discuss the technical aspects of the race with the coach and not the swimmer. If a warm down area is available, swimmers should warm down first and then proceed directly to the coaches.

5. Similarly, parents are asked to refer all questions and concerns regarding meet results, an officiating call or the conduct of a meet to the coach. The coach will then pursue the concern through the proper channel.

AGREEMENT
The undersigned parent and the WETT Swim Club (WETT ) agree as follows:

1.
Dues 
 (a) 
In consideration of the participation of the swimmer(s) in WETT ’s competitive swim program, the Parent agrees to pay the dues for the Swimmer’s practice level that are set forth on the attached Dues Schedule. Payment shall be made monthly from August 22 – March 31st.  Monthly payment of dues shall be due and payable on the first day of each month. Dues may be prepaid at any time.

(b) If the Swimmer is transferred to a different practice group by the coaching staff, the difference in dues for the two practice levels shall be prorated for the remainder of the swim year.

(c) If the Swimmer quits the swim program or is unable to continue participation in the program prior to April 1st, the swimmer is obligated to pay the dues installment for the month in which the Swimmer withdraws from the program.  
 (d)
If the monthly dues payment is not received in full by the 7th of the month, a late fee of $15 per month will be assessed to the family’s dues account.

2.
Suspension.
(a) 
If the monthly dues payment is not received in full by the last day of the month, a notice of delinquency will be mailed.  If Parent shall fail to pay any delinquent dues or assessment, including late fees, within 14 days from the date of written notice of delinquency, the Swimmer shall be suspended from further participation in all WETT activities, including, but not limited to, practices and meets.

(b)
If Parent becomes delinquent in payment of dues or assessments because of financial hardship, he/she may apply to the Treasurer for a waiver of late fees and suspension.  A waiver may be granted by WETT if satisfactory arrangements are made for payment of the delinquent amounts.

3.
Practice Group Assignments.  The assignment of the Swimmer(s) to a practice team shall be the decision of the coaching staff.  An assignment may be modified during the swim year if the coaching staff believes a different practice group would be more appropriate for the Swimmer.

4.
Release of Liability.
Parent hereby releases WETT, its employees, officers, directors and volunteers and any facility used by WETT from any liability arising out of any injury to the Swimmer(s) which may occur while the Swimmer(s) is/are participating in the WETT swim program, including, but not limited to, practices, meets, travel trips, and other team activities, or while the Swimmer(s) is/are using facilities owned, leased or used by WETT .

5.
Fundraising Projects/Swim Meets. Revenue from fund raising and swim meets constitutes a significant part of the WETT operating budget. In any fund raising project or swim meet designated by the Board of Directors as one in which participation is mandatory, Parent agrees that at least one adult family member shall participate as a volunteer.  If an adult family member does not participate in the project, parent will pay toWETT the amount of any non-participation assessment set by the Board of Directors. Each family is required to perform a minimum number of volunteer hours; Gold Families 20 hours; Senior Families 30 hours.  If these hours are not completed by March 31 an assement fee may apply.
